1. Determine what information (if anything) has
previously been collected about your house.

2. Conduct research with real estate records,
deeds, city directories, and Sanborn maps.

3. Determine what the building itself tells you
about Its period of construction, later
alterations, etc. through architectural analysis.

V lIs it listed in the National Register of Historic Places,
or in a National Register historic district?

V Is it a locally designated landmark, or within a locally
designated historic district?

V lIs it included in an architectural survey publication?
