WHEREAS, Grantor owns in fee simple certain real property situated, lying, and being
in Halifax County, North Carolina, hereinafter sometimes referred to as the "Property,” and
being more particularly described as that certain parce! of land containing 134.75 acres,
consisting of two tracts: Parcel A, containing 118.71 acres; and Parcel B, containing 16.04 acres,
as shown and designated on that certain “Map Showing Property of Environmental Banc and
Exchange, LLC,” recorded in Plat Cabinet 6, Slide 108-J, Halifax Public Registry; and being the
identical real property conveyed unto Grantor by Deed of Quentin Gregory, Jr., unmarried, dated
January 30, 2004, recorded in Deed Book 2014, Page 640 Halifax County Registry, North
Carolina; and

WHEREAS, Grantor is willing to grant a Conservation Easement over the herein
described areas of the Property, thereby restricting and limiting the use of the included and
described areas of the Property to the terms and conditions and purposes hereinafter set forth, and
Grantee is willing to accept such easement. This Conservation Easement shall be for the
protection and benefit of the waters of the Tar-Pam River Basin, CU 03020102.

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I. DURATION OF EASEMENT

This Conservation Easement shall be perpetual. Itis an easement in gross, runs with the land,
and is enforceable by Grantee against Grantor, their personal representatives, heirs, successors, and
assigns, lessees, agents, and licensees.

IL. GRANTOR RESERVED USES AND RESTRICTED ACTIVITES

The Easement Area shall be restricted from any development or usage that would impair
or interfere with the purposes of this Conservation Easement. Unless expressly reserved as a
compatible use herein, any activity in, or use of, the Easement Area by the Grantor is prohibited
as inconsistent with the purposes of this Conservation Easement. Any rights not expressly
reserved hereunder by the Grantor have been acquired by the Grantee. The following specific
uses are prohibited, restricted, or reserved as indicated:

Recreational Uses. Grantor expressly reserves the right to undeveloped recreational
uses, including hiking, birdwatching, hunting and fishing, and access to the Easement Area for
the purposes thereof. Usage of motorized vehicles in the Easement Area is prohibited, except as
they are used for management, maintenance, or stewardship purposes, or on existing
roads. Hiking foot trails may be constructed to support the permitted recrdztional and educational
uses of the Basement Area permitted by this Conservation Easement. Such tWRjls be
constructed of a pervious surface and in accordance with best mana,
soil erosion and water quality impacts, may not be more than siy, feet}
a manner acceptable to the Grantee.

New Construction. There shall be no building, facility, mobile home, antenna, utility
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pole, tower, or other structure constructed or placed in the Easement Area.

Roads and Trails. There shall be no construction of roads, trails, walkways, or asphalt
or concrete paving in the Easement Area.

Signs. No signs shall be permitted in the Easement Area except interpretive signs
describing restoration activities and the conservation values of the Easement Area, signs
identifying the owner of the Property and the holder of the Conservation Easement, signs giving
directions, or signs prescribing rules and regulations for the use of the Easement Area may be
allowed.

Dumping or Storing. Dumping or storage of soil, trash, ashes, garbage, waste,
abandoned vehicles, appliances or machinery, or other material in the Easement Area is
prohibited.

Grading, Mineral Use, Excavation, Dredging. There shall be no grading, filling,
excavation, dredging, mining, or drilling; no removal of topsoil, sand, gravel, rock, peat,
minerals, or other materials.

Water Quality and Drainage Patterns. There shall be no diki mng, dredgmg,

created drainage patterns. In addition, any activity by the
permitting the diversion of surface or underground water into,
Area is not allowed.

The Grantor may request permission to vary from the above restrictions for good cause
shown, provided that any such request is consistent with the purposes of this Conservation
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Easement. The Grantor shall not vary from the above restrictions without first obtaining written
approval from the Ecosystem Enhancement Program, whose mailing address is 1652 Mail
Services Center, Raleigh, NC 27699-1652.

HI. GRANTEE RESERVED USES

The Grantee, authorized representatives of the Grantee and their successors or
assigns shall have the right to enter the Easement Area and shall have the right of reasonable
ingress and egress to the Easement Area over the Property, at all reasonable times to undertake
any activities to restore, manage, maintain, enhance, and monitor the wetland and riparian
resources of the Easement Area, in accordance with a long-term management plan. These
activities include planting of trees, shrubs and herbaceous vegetation, installation of monitoring
wells, utilization of heavy equipment to grade, fill, and prepare the soil, modification of the
hydrology of the site, and installation of natural and manmade materials as needed to direct in-
stream, above ground, and subterraneous water flow. Unless otherwise specifically set forth in
this Conservation Easement, the rights granted herein do not include or establish for the public
any access rights.

IV. ENFORCEMENT AND REMEDIES
Enforcement. To accomplish the purposes of this Conservation en tee is

Inspection. The Grantee, its employees and agents, successors and assigns, have the

right, with reasonable notice, to enter the Easement Area over the Property at reasonable times
for the purpose of inspection to determine whether the Grantor, their successors or assigns are

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complying with the terms, conditions and restrictions of this Conservation Easement,

Acts Beyond Grantor’s Control. Nothing contained in this Conservation Easement
shall be construed to entitle Grantee to bring any action against Grantor, Grantor’s successors or
assigns for any injury or change in the Easement Area caused by third parties, resulting from
causes beyond the Grantor's control, including, without limitation, fire, flood, storm, and earth
movement, or from any prudent action taken in good faith by the Grantor under emergency
conditions to prevent, abate, or mitigate significant injury to life, damage to property or harm to
the Property resulting from such causes.

Costs of Enforcement. Beyond regular and typical monitoring, any costs incurred by
Grantee in enforcing the terms of this Conservation Easement against Grantor, Grantor’s
successors or assigns including, without limitation, any costs of restoration necessitated by
Grantor’s acts or omissions in violation of the terms of this Conservation Easement, shall be
bome by Grantor.

No Waiver. Enforcement of this Easement shall be at the discretion of the Grantee and
any forbearance by Grantee to exercise its rights hereunder in the event of any breach of any term
set forth herein shall not be deemed or construed to be a waiver by Grantee, No delay or omission
by Grantee in exercise of any right or remedy shall impair such right or refgedy or be construed
as a waiver.

V. MISCELLANEOUS

This Conservation Easement shall be construed to, N ses of Section 143-
214.8 et seq., the Ecosystem Enhancement Program.

This instrument sets forth the entire agre
Conservation Easement and supersedes all prj
agreements relating to the Conservation E f any provision is found to be invalid, the
remainder of the provisions of the Consgp¥ati ment, and the application of such provision
to persons or circumstances other than to whiich it is found to be invalid, shall not be
affected thereby.

The Grantor and Grantee agree that the terms of this Conservation Easement shall survive
any merger of the fee and easement interests in the Property or any portion thereof.
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This Conservation Easement may be amended, but only in a writing signed by all parties
hereto, and provided such amendment does not affect the qualification of this Conservation
Easement or the status of the Grantee under any applicable laws, and is consistent with the
purposes of the Conservation Easement.

The parties recognize and agree that the benefits of this Conservation Easement are in
gross and assignable provided, however, that the Grantee hereby covenants and agrees, that in the
event it transfers or assigns this Conservation Easement, the organization receiving the interest
will be a qualified holder under Section 121-34 et seq., of the General Statutes of North Carolina,
and Section 170(h) of the Internal Revenue Code, and the Grantee further covenants and agrees
that the terms of the transfer or assignment will be such that the transferee or assignee will be
required to continue in perpetuity the conservation purposes described in this decument.

VI. QUIET ENJOYMENT
Grantor reserves all remaining rights accruing from ownership of the Property, including

the right to engage in or permit or invite others to engage in only those uses of the Easement Arca
that are expressly reserved herein, not prohibited or restricted herein, and are not inconsistent

with the purposes of this Conservation Easement. Without limiting the gegerality of the
foregoing, the Grantor expressly reserves to the Grantor, and the Grantor’s if\jitees licensees,
the right of access to the Easement Area, and the right of quiet enjo f ement Area.

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD the said rights and easem Ily unto Grantee for
the aforesaid purposes.

2055, Page 616, of the Ha¥ax}County Register of Deeds, North Carolina (the “Conservation
Easement”). Grantor and Grantee (collectively, the “Parties”) have agreed to modify the area of
the real property included within the Easement Area under the Conservation Easement to include
only Revised Parcel A, as hereinafter defined. Parcel B, Tract 1, Tract 2 and the Access
Easement Area, as hereinafter defined, are removed from the terms, conditions and restrictions of
the Conservation Easement.

WHEREAS, this Modification also modifies the Recreational Purposes in the above
referenced Conservation Easement to permit Grantor, its assigns or successors, to use motorized
vehicles within the Grantor Access Areas hereinafter defined.

2. Modification of Easement Area. The Easement Area under the Conservation
Easement consists only of Revised Parcel A. Grantee forever releases from the Conservation
Easement, all of Tract 1, Tract 2, Parcel B and the Access Easement Area.
