The designations
Grantor and Grantee as used herein shall include said parties, their heirs, successors, and assigns,
and shall include singular, plural, masculine, feminine, or neuter as required by context.

WITNESSETH:

This amendment to the Conservation Easement Deed from Jacksonville Country Club, Inc.
to the State of North Carolina as recorded on November 2, 2007 in Deed Book 2971, Page 411, of
the Onslow County Registry (the “Conservation Easement”} is intended to add 0.175 additional
acres as described herein; to amend 0.091 acres as described herein; and to amend the Vegetative
Plan language as stated in Section II, Grantor Reserved Uses and Restricted Activities, paragraph
C, Vegetative Cutting, as set forth in Exhibit 2, Vegetative Management Areas for Revised
Vegetative Management Plan as set forth herein; and to irrevocably quitclaim and release all of
Easement Area “C” containing 0.28 acres as described herein. Unless otherwise specified, the
Conservation Easement Deed on all new and existing lands as encumbered will continue to be
subject to the Conservation Easement Deed as conveyed to the Grantee.
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WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of N.C. Gen. Stat. § 143-214.8 et seq., the State of
North Carolina has established the Division of Mitigation Services (formerly known as the
Ecosystem Enhancement Program and Wetlands Restoration Program) within the Department of
Environmental Quality (formerly Department of Environment and Natural Resources), for the
purposes of acquiring, maintaining, restoring, enhancing, creating and preserving wetland and
riparian resources that contribute to the protection and improvement of water quality, flood
prevention, fisheries, aquatic habitat, wildlife habitat, and recreational opportunities; and

WHEREAS, The State of North Carolina is qualified to be the Grantee of a Conservation
Easement pursuant to N.C. Gen. Stat. § 121-35; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Environment and Natural Resources and the United States
Army Corps of Engineers, Wilmington District entered into a Memorandum of Understanding,
(MOU) duly executed by all parties on November 4, 1998. This MOU recognized that the
Wetlands Restoration Program was to provide effective compensatory mitigation for authorized
impacts to wetlands, streams and other aquatic resources by restoring, enhancing and preserving
the wetland and riparian areas of the State; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Environment and Natural Resources, the North Carolina
Department of Transportation and the United States Army Corps of Engineers, Wilmington
District entered into a Memorandum of Agreement, (MOA) duly executed by all parties in
Greensboro, NC on July 22, 2003, which recognizes that the Division of Mitigation Services
(formerly Ecosystem Enhancement Program) is to provide for compensatory mitigation by
effective protection of the land, water and natural resources of the State by restoring, enhancing
and preserving ecosystem functions; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Environment and Natural Resources, the U.S. Army Corps
of Engineers, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, the
North Carolina Wildlife Resources Commission, the North Carolina Division of Water Quality,
the North Carolina Division of Coastal Management, and the National Marine Fisheries Service
entered into an agreement to continue the In-Lieu Fee operations of the North Carolina Department
of Natural Resources’ Division of Mitigation Services (formerly Ecosystem Enhancement
Program) with an effective date of 28 July, 2010, which supersedes and replaces the previously
effective MOA and MOU referenced above; and

WHEREAS, the acceptance of this instrument for and on behalf of the State of North
Carolina was granted to the Department of Administration by resolution as approved by the
Governor and Council of State adopted at a meeting held in the City of Raleigh, North Carolina,
on the 8% day of February 2000; and

WHEREAS, the Division of Mitigation Services in the Department of Environmental
Quality (formerly Department of Environment and Natural Resources), which has been delegated
the authority authorized by the Governor and Council of State to the Department of
Administration, has approved acceptance of this instrument; and
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WHEREAS, Grantor owns in fee simple certain real property situated, lying, and being in
Jacksonville Township, Onslow County, North Carolina (the "Property"), and being more
particularly described as that certain parcel of land containing approximately 170.93+/- acres and
being conveyed to the Grantor by deed as recorded in Deed Book 252 at Page 403 of the Onslow
County Registry, North Carolina; and

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, terms, conditions, and
restrictions hereinafter set forth, Grantor unconditionally and irrevocably hereby grants and
conveys unto Grantee, its successors and assigns, forever and in perpetuity, a New Conservation
Easement and Right of Access as described below.

The Conservation Easement Area consists of the following:

Easement Areas A, B, D, E,F, G, H, I, ], K, L, M, and N containing a new total of 9.255
acres as shown on the plats of survey entitled “Final Plat, New Conservation Easement Survey
for the State of North Carolina, DEQ Stewardship Program, Jacksonville Country Club, Inc.
DMS Site 194, SPO File 67-CU”, dated 11/12/2019 by Landmark Surveying, Inc., Douglas R.
Yarborough, (License No. L-3395) and as recorded in the Onslow County, North Carolina Register
of Deeds at Plat Book 77, Pages 98, 98A, 98B, 98C, and 98D.

The Conservation Easement Area to be Released consists of the following:

Grantee unconditionally and irrevocably quitclaims and releases to the Grantor all of
Easement Area “C” as shown on “Final Plat, New Conservation Easement Survey for the State
of North Carolina, DEQ Stewardship Program, Jacksonville Country Club, Inc. DMS Site 194,
SPO File 67-CU”, containing 0.28 acres as described and shown herein in Exhibit 1.

WHEREAS, Grantor and Grantee are willing to amend the Conservation Easement Deed
recorded in Deed Book 2971, Page 411, of the Onslow County Registry for the purposes of
amending the Vegetative Plan language as stated in Section II, Grantor Reserved Uses and
Restricted Activities, paragraph C, Vegetative Cutting, to the new terms as set forth in Exhibit 2,
Vegetative Management Arecas for Revised Vegetative Management Plan as set forth herein and
to restate and incorporate the lands areas as shown herein on “Final Plat, New Conservation
Easement Survey for the State of North Carolina, DEQ Stewardship Program, Jacksonville
Country Club, Inc. DMS Site 194, SPO File 67-CU”,

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, terms, conditions, and
restrictions hereinafter set forth, Grantor and Grantee unconditionally and irrevocably hereby
amends and modifies the Conservation Easement Deed recorded in Deed Book 2971, Page 411, of
the Onslow County Registry, to delete the language contained in Section II. Reserved Uses and
Restricted Activities, paragraph C. Vegetative Cutting of the Conservation Easement in its entirety
and replace it with the following language:

C. Vegetative Cutting. See attached Exhibit “2” - Vegetative Management Areas for
Revised Vegetative Management Plan.

D. Subsequent Transfers or Uses. Grantor agrees to incorporate the terms of this
Conservation Easement Deed in any future deed or other legal instrument by which they divest

themselves of any interest in all or a portion of the Protected Property, including, without
limitation, a leaschold interest. The Grantor, heirs, successors, and assigns further agree in the

event the Property should cease operations as a golf course, the Easement Area set forth herein

will immediately be subject and enforceable to the no-cut requirements as set forth in the
Vegetative Management Plan.

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD, the aforesaid rights, privileges and easements unto Grantee
and successors, forever. Except as amended or released herein, all rights, privileges and easements
originally conveyed to the Grantee in the Conservation Easement remain in full force and effect.

AGREEMENT FOR A REVISED VEGETATION MANAGEMENT PLAN
APPLICABLE TO THE
JACKSONVILLE COUNTRY CLUB, INC. CONSERVATION EASEMENT

This agreement is specific to the conservation easement (“Easement”) held by the State of North Carolina
on properties of the Jacksonville Country Club, Inc. (“Club”) in Onslow County. This Easement of
approximately 9.5 acres was originally recorded in Deed Book 2971, Pages 411-438, of the Onslow County
Registry.

PURPOSE

As the steward and managing entity of this Easement the North Carolina Department of Environmental
Quality Stewardship Program {“Department”) recognizes that the Club requires the ability to manage
vegetation within certain areas of the Easement as part of normal golf course operations. The purpose of
this vegetation management plan (“Agreement”) is to allow for vegetation maintenance to be performed,
within certain areas of the Easement, by trained personnel of the Club. This Agreement identifies the
certain areas where vegetation management may occur and defines the permissible management
activities within those certain areas. These management area designations shall be utilized by the Club for
the purposes of vegetation management and by the Department for the purposes of Easement
enforcement. All other areas within the conservation easement shall be left undisturbed. Areas outside
of the Easement are not covered by this Agreement.

VEGETATION MANAGEMENT AREAS

Vegetation management is allowed only within certain areas of the Easement as depicted in the
accompanying Figure 1. In these areas the Club may maintain the following vegetation management
zones:

a. Height Maintenance Zone — In these areas the Club may maintain vegetation at a height
of two (2) feet above ground level, with the contours of the land, for golf course play. To
ensure the vegetation and root mass remain viable within this management zone the
course shall not cut the Vegetation lower than two feet. The Club may remove dead, non-
native, and invasive vegetation from these areas. The Club may also prune and perform
routine maintenance within these areas.

b. Turf Zone — In these areas the Club may maintain the vegetation as turf.

¢.  No Cutting Zone — In these areas vegetation disturbance is prohibited, unless otherwise
specified as a Bioretention/Constructed Wetland Zone.

The Club agrees to conspicuously mark the boundaries of these Vegetation Management Areas with
durable markers, such as bollards, posts, or boulders, so that maintenance crews may readily identify
these areas while performing their normal course management operations. The Club further agrees to

provide regular training to course maintenance personnel on the presence of the Easement and the
specific allowances and restrictions of this Agreement.

Agreement for a Revised Vegetation Management Plan continued

In these zones, as depicted in Figures 2a. and 2b., the Club is responsible for inspecting the flashboard
risers for debris and removing clogging vegetation found in and around the flashboard risers. The Club may
remove dead, non-native, and invasive vegetation from these zones. The Club may also prune and perform
routine maintenance within these zones.

The Club agrees to conspicuously mark the boundaries of these Bioretention/Constructed Wetland Zones
with durable markers, such as bollards, posts, or boulders, so that maintenance crews may readily identify
said areas while performing maintenance. The Club further agrees to provide regular training to course
maintenance personnel on the presence of the Easement and the specific allowances and restrictions of
this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, terms, conditions, and
restrictions hereinafter set forth, Grantor unconditionally and irrevocably hereby grants and
conveys unto Grantee, its successors and assigns, forever and in perpetuity, a Conservation
Easement of the nature and character and to the extent hereinafter set forth, over a described area
of the Property containing 9.34 acres +/-, referred to hereafter as the “Easement Area”, for the
benefit of the people of North Carolina as shown on a plat of survey entitled “CONSERVATION
EASEMENT OF THE JACKSONVILLE COUNTRY CLUB, Tract A 0.35 ac, Tract B 0.42 ac,
Tract C 0.26 ac, Tract D 0.26 ac, Tract E, 3.12 ac, Tract F 0.16 ac, Tract G 0.96 ac, Tract H 2.06
ac, Tract [ 0.19 ac, Tract J 0.30 ac, Tract K 0.35 ac, Tract L 0.32 ac, Tract M 0.25 ac, Tract N
0.34 ac” dated 02/26/2007, prepared by Arnold Carson, PLS, and recorded in Map Book 54,
Page 26, Onslow County Registry.

The purposes of this Conservation Easement are to maintain, restore, enhance, create and
preserve wetland and/or riparian resources in the Easement Area that contribute to the protection
and improvement of water quality, flood prevention, fisheries, aquatic habitat, wildlife habitat,
and recreational opportunities; to maintain permanently the Easement Area in its natural
condition, consistent with these purposes; and to prevent any use of the Easement Area that will
significantly impair or interfere with these purposes. To achieve these purposes, the following
conditions and restrictions are set forth:

I DURATION OF EASEMENT
Pursuant to law, including the above referenced statutes, this Conservation Easement
shall be perpetual and it shall run with, and be a continuing restriction upon the use of, the
Property, and it shall be enforceable by the Grantee against the Grantor and against Grantor’s

heirs, successors and assigns, personal representatives, agents, lessees, and licensees.

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11. GRANTOR RESERVED USES AN

The Easement Area shall be restricted from any development or usage that would impair

compatible use herein, any activity in, or use of, the Easement Area by the Grantor is prohibited
as inconsistent with the purposes of this Conservation Easement. Any rights not expressly
—teserved hereunder by the Grantor have been acquired by the Grantee. Without limiting the
generality of the foregoing, the following specific uses are prohibited, restricted, or reserved as

indicated:

A. Recreational Uses. Grantor expressly reserves the right to undeveloped
recreational uses, including hiking, bird watching, hunting and fishing, and access to the
— Easement Area for the purposes thereof. Usage of motorized vehicles in the Easement Arcais
prohibited, except as they are used exclusively for management, maintenance, or stewardship
purposes, and on existing trails, paths or roads.

B. Educational Uses. The Grantor reserves the nght to engage in and permit others
to engage in educational uses in the Easement Area not inconsistent with this Conservation
Easement, and the nght of access to the Easement Area for such purposes including organized
educational activities such as site visits and observations. Educational uses of the property shall
not alter vegetation, hydrology or topography of the site.

C. Vegetative Cutting. Except as related to the removal of non-native plants, and
Vegetative Plan entitled *“Jacksonville Country Club Stream Restoration Project™ attached as
Exhibit B, diseased or damaged trees, and vegetation that obstructs, destabilizes or renders
unsafe the Easement Area to persons or natural habitat, all cutting, removal, mowing, harming,
or destruction of any trees and vegetation in the Easement Area is prohibited.

D. Industrial, Residential and Commercial Uses. All are prohibited in the
Easement Area.

E. Agricultural Use. All agricultural uses within the Easement Area including any
use for cropland, waste lagoons, or pastureland are prohibited.

F. New Construction. There shall be no building, facility, mobile home, antenna,
utility pole, tower, or other structure constructed or placed in the Easement Area.

G. Roads and Trails. There shall be no construction of roads, trails, walkways, or
paving in the Easement Area. Existing roads or trails located in the Easement Area may be
maintained by Grantor in order to minimize runoff, sedimentation and for access to the interior
of the Property for management, maintenance, stewardship purposes, or undeveloped
recreational and educational uses of the Easement Area. Existing roads, trails or paths may be
maintained with loose gravel or permanent vegetation to stabilize or cover the surfaces.

H. Signs. No signs shall be permitied in the Easement Area except interpretive signs

describing restoration activities and the conservation values of the Easement Area, signs
identifying the owner of the Property and the holder of the Conservation Easement, signs giving
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directions, or signs prescribing rules and regulations for the use of the Easement Area may be
allowed.

L Dumping or Storing. Dumping or storage of soil, trash, ashes, garbage, waste,

prohibited.

J. Grading, Mineral Use, Excavation, Dredging. Therc shall b¢ no grading,
filling, excavation, dredging, mining, or drilling; no removal of topsoil, sand, gravel, rock, peat,
minerals, or other materials,

K. Water Quality and Drainage Patterns. There shall be no diking, draining,
~ dredging, channeling, filling, leveling, pumping, impounding or diverting, causing, allowingor
—permitting the diversion of surface or underground water. No altering or tampering with water
control structures or devices, or disruption or alteration of the restored, enhanced, or created
drainage patterns. All removal of wetlands, polluting or discharging into waters, springs, seeps,
or wetlands, or use of pesticide or biocides is prohibited. In the event of an emergency
interruption or shortage of all other water sources, water from within the Easement Arca may
temporarily be used for good cause shown as needed for the survival of livestock and agricultural
production.

L. Subdivision and Conveyance. Grantor voluntarily agrees that no subdivision,
partitioning, or dividing of the underlying fee that is subject to this Easement is allowed. Unless
agreed to by the Grantee in writing, any future conveyance of the underlying fee for the
Easement Area and the rights as conveyed herein shall be as a single block of property. Any
future transfer of the fee simple shall be subject to this Conservation Easement. Any transfer of
the fee is subject to the Grantee’s right of unlimited and repeated ingress and egress over and
across the Property to the Easement Area for the purposes set forth herein.

M.  Development Rights. All development rights are removed from the Easement
Area and shall not be transferred.

N. Disturbance of Natural Features. Any change, disturbance, alleration or
impairment of the natural features of the Easement Arca or any intentional introduction of non-
native plants, trees and/or animal species by Grantor is prohibited.

The Grantor may request permission to vary from the above restrictions for good cause
shown, provided that any such request is consistent with the purposes of this Conservation
Easement. The Grantor shall not vary from the above restrictions without first obtaining written
approval from the N.C. Ecosystem Enhancement Program, whose mailing address is 1652 Mail
Services Center, Raleigh, NC 27699-1652.

III. GRANTEE RESERVED USES
A. Ingress, Fgress, and Inspection. The Grantee, its employees and agents,
successors and assigns, receive the perpetual right of unlimited and repeated ingress and egress

to the Easement Area over the Property at reasonable times to undertake any activities to restore,
manage, maintain, enhance, and monitor the wetland and riparian resources of the Easement
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Area, in accordance with restoration activities or a long-term management plan. Unless
otherwise specifically set forth in this Conservation Easement, the rights granted herein do not

IV. ENFORCEMENT AND REMEDIES

To accomplish the purposes of this Conservation Easement,
Grantee is allowed to prevent any activity within the Easement Area that is inconsistent with the
purposes of this Easement and to require the restoration of such areas or features of the Easement
Area that may have been damaged by such activity or use. Upon any breach of the terms of this
Conservation Easement by Grantor, their successors or assigns, that comes to the attention of the
Grantee, the Grantee shall, except as provided below, notify the Grantor, their successors or
assigns in writing of such breach. The Grantor shall have ninety (90) days after receipt of such
notice to correct the conditions constituting such breach. If the breach remains uncured after
ninety (90) days, the Grantee may enforce this Conservation Easement by appropriate legal
proceedings including damages, injunctive and other relief. The Grantee shall also have the
power and authority, consistent with its statutory authority: (a) to prevent any impairment of the
Easement Area by acts which may be unlawful or in violation of this Conservation Easement; (b)
to otherwise preserve or protect its interest in the Property; or (c) to seek damages from any
appropriate person or entity. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Grantee reserves the immediate
right, without notice, to obtain a temporary restraining order, injunctive or other appropriate
relief if the breach of the term of this Conservation Easement is or would irreversibly or
otherwise materially impair the benefits to be derived from this Conservation Easement. The
Grantor and Grantee acknowledge that under such circumstances damage to the Grantee would
be irreparable and remedies at law will be inadequate. The rights and remedies of the Grantee
provided hereunder shall be in addition to, and not in licu of, all other rights and remedies
available to Grantee in connection with this Conservation Easement.

B. Inspection. The Grantee, its employees and agents, successors and assigns, have
the right, with reasonable notice, to enter the Easement Area over the Property at reasonable
times for the purpose of inspection to determine whether the Grantor, their successors or assigns
are complying with the terms, conditions and restrictions of this Conservation Easement.

C. Acts Beyond Grantor’s Control. Nothing contained in this Conservation
Easement shall be construed to entitle Grantee to bring any action against Grantor, their
successors or assigns, for any injury or change in the Easement Area caused by third parties,
resulting from causes beyond the Grantor’s control, including, without limitation, fire, flood,
storm, and e¢arth movement, or from any prudent action taken in good faith by the Grantor under
emergency conditions to prevent, abate, or mitigate significant injury to life, damage to property
or harm to the Property resulting from such causes.

D. Costs of Enforcement. Beyond regular and typical monitoring, any costs
incurred by Grantee in enforcing the terms of this Conservation Easement against Grantor, their
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successors or as&gns mc]udmg, w:thout llmltatlon any costs of restoratlon necessttated by

V. MISCRELLANEOUS

A, This instrument sets forth the entlre agreement of the part1es with respect to the

to persons or circumstances other than those as to which it is found to be invalid, shall not be
affected thereby.

B. Any notices shall be sent by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested
to the parties at their addresses shown above or to other address(es) as cither party establishes in
writing upon notification to the other.

C. Grantor shall notify Grantee in writing of the name and address and any party to
whom the Property or any part thereof is to be transfetred at or prior to the time said transfer is
made. Grantor further agrees to make any subsequent lease, deed, or other legal instrument by
which any interest in the Property is conveyed subject to the Conservation Easement herein
created.

D. The Grantor and Grantee agree that the terms of this Conservation Easement shall
survive any merger of the fee and easement interests in the Property or any portion thereof.

E. This Conservation Easement may be amended, but only in writing signed by all
parties hereto, and provided such amendment does not affect the qualification of this
Conservation Easement or the status of the Grantee under any applicable laws, and is consistent
with the purposes of the Conservation Easement.

F. The parties recognize and agree that the benefits of this Conservation Easement
are in gross and assignable provided, however, that the Grantce hereby covenants and agrees,

INTRODUCTION

Maintenance guidelines associated with the stream restoration project being completed by
the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources Ecosystem
Enhancement Program (EEP) on the Jacksonville Country Club Golf Course (Course) are
needed as part of normal golf course operations. The purpose of this plan is to allow for
imited vegetation and structure maintenance and management by trained personnel of

representatives, within portions of the State of North Carolina Conservation Easement as
specifically described within this plan. Areas outside of the Conservation Easement are
not covered by this document. This document provides additional clarification and
guidance related to restrictions in the Conservation Easement. This maintenance plan is
related to the Conservation Easement (hereinafter “Easement) to be recorded with
Onslow County.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this plan is to establish permissible maintenance activities within those
arcas identified in the attached Planting Plan as *‘Graded Rough” as well as the overall
area covered by the Conservation Easement.

In addition to restrictions described in the Easement, no maintenance, including mowing
or cutting of vegetation, is allowed within the Conservation Easement Area except within
those areas specifically referenced in this Plan or as designated on the attached Planting
Plan as “Graded Rough”. No new arcas of maintenance will be expanded into or within
the Conservation Easement.

VEGETATION MAINTENANCE

General Conservation Easement Maintenance

Permissible maintenance within the entire Conservation Easement area is limited to the
removal of invasive non-native vegetation (see Hazardous Vegetation, Exotics). Sweet
Gum (Liquidambar styraciflua) volunteer plants may be manually removed from within
the Conservation Easement at the discretion of the Grantor, their successors, assigns,
agents and personal representatives, or subsequent owners, to allow planted species time
to establish and to prevent a monoculture.
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Vegetation within the Conservation Easement area may be irrigated with irrigation water
that does not contain any chemicals such as fertilizers, herbicides, insecticides and other
chemicals used in golf course management and maintenance.

To minimize vegetation disturbance, no out of bounds golf balls inside the Conservation
Easement Area may be played. It is the responsibility of the Grantor, their successors,
assigns, agents and personal representatives, or subsequent owners, to educate its
members as to the purpose of the easement and the importance of buffer vegetation
success, especially during the plant establishment period.

Restricted Maintenance Areas

It is recognized that mature vegetation buffers provide optimal function to stream
~ systems, however replacing non-native ground cover with native vegetation im certaim
areas on the Course will provide improved buffer function. EEP or its contractors will
plant the Restricted Maintenance Areas with native grasses and shrubs to accommodate
improved buffer functions and course play. Effort has been taken by the Club and EEP to
minimize Graded Rough Areas and playover areas.

Graded Rough Areas

Graded Rough Areas and associated playover areas as identified on the Survey may be
maintained to a height of two to four inches (27-4”) above ground level. Affected holes
include 5, 8,9, 11*, 17 and 18. Shrub vegetation on stream banks adjacent to the Graded
Rough areas and in playover areas shall not be cut lower than two feet (2°) above ground
level of the top of the strecam bank. Maintenance in the Easement Arca shall be
preformed manually, by hand with clippers, weed eaters, or similar devices as approved
by EEP, and without the use of heavy machinery, riding equipment, or chemicals. No
equipment is allowed to enter the Conservation Easement Area, including but not limited
to tractors, trucks, excavators, lawn mowers, or backhoes. A side mounted rotary cutter
(bushhog) may be used to maintain vegetation height in the Easement Areas if the cutters
can reach the vegetation while equipment tracks or tires remain outside of the
Conservation Easement Area.

* The easement area parallel to Hole 11 may be alternatively maintained as follows: From the
Easement line westward up to 25 feet towards the former ditch, the first 122 feet may be cut as
first cut rough (no less than one inch high) and the second 12% feet may be cut as second cut
rough (no less than 2 inches high).

Grassed Bunker

A grassed bunker will be constructed within the Conservation Easement Area on the
northeast side of the proposed stream channel between the #9 fairway and green. This
bunker may be maintained as such to accommodate course play. Access to the bunker for
maintenance shall be made from the area of the bunker that lies adjacent to or outside of
Conservation Easement boundary. No equipment is allowed to enter the Conservation
Fasement Area. The bunker area shall not be expanded nor shall any new areas of
maintenance be expanded into or within the Conservation Easement.
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Access to Pump House

A minimal pathway to access the pump house, located near the #9 fairway and grassed
bunker referenced above, is allowed within the Conservation Easement Areca. This
pathway will be located during construction and planting, and will not be expanded
without prior written approval of EEP.

The Conservation Easement Area will be demarcated with Bollards (see Structure
Maintenance, Bollards) and will not be expanded or reduced without prior written
approval of EEP.

Hazardous Vegetation

Hazardous Trees

Hazardous trees are trees that are dead or dying and may fall on a structure, damage
irrigation lines or have the potential to cause injury. Trees within the Conservation
Easement that are hazardous may be removed by Grantor, their successors, assigns,
agents and personal representatives, or their personnel with prior written approval from

EEP. Proper care should be taken to ensure minimal disturbance within the Easement.

Exotics

Removal of non-native exotic vegetation may be conducted only after plants have been
positively identified by trained personnel. Refer to the Southeast Exotic Pest Plant
Council website http.//www.se-eppc.org for a list of non-native exotic plant species.
These exotic species may be removed from the Easement Area without prior written
approval from EEP.

The Grantor, their successors, assigns, agents and personal representatives, is responsible
for understanding and following all rules and regulations that are applicable to the Course
including the NC Pesticide Application Board Rules. When rules allow pesticide
spraying, sprayers may only be used for spet-specific eradication of non-native exotic
species.

STORMWATER WETLAND BMP MAINTENANCE

The Grantor, their successors, assigns, agents and personal representatives assumes
responsibility for maintenance of the Stormwater wetlands and best management
practices (hereinafter “BMPs”) within the Easement.

Maintenance of the BMPs includes:
¢ Inspecting the Flashboard Riser for debris after a rain event

¢ Removing any clogging vegetation in or around the Flashboard Riser
¢ Removal of dead vegetation if it is impeding the function of the BMP
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¢ Annual pruning and routine maintenance of perennial vegetation within the BMPs
and bioretention area

EEP will provide the Club with a list of planted species at the end of project construction
if supplemental vegetation is desired. The Club and subsequent owners are responsible
informing EEP of any problems associated with the BMP. The Club will not alter the
intended purpose of the BMP in any way without prior written approval by EEP.

STRUCTURE MAINTENANCE

Bridges

EEP will install three (3) new bridges as a part of the stream restoration project. No

bridges will be constructed within the Easement without prior written approval from

EEP. EEP does not accept liability for or future maintenance oi bridges or other existing
~ structures within the Easement.

It is permissible for the Country Club to establish a maintenance area on either side of
any bridge which is not within the Easement area.

Cart Paths

No new golf cart paths may be constructed within the Easement. EEP does not accept
liability for or future maintenance of cart paths or other existing structures within the
Easement.

Bollards

Bollards will be installed on the perimeter of the Conservation Easement at a level of two
feet (2°) above ground to demarcate the Easement boundary and/or Graded Rough Arecas
as part of the restoration project. Bollards will be constructed of decorative 4x4 posts and
installed by the EEP construction contractor. Three bollards will be placed on both sides
of the stream, one each on the edge of the fairway and one in the middle, at all Graded
Rough and stream Playover Areas. Additional bollards will be installed along the
Easement Boundary at 100’ intervals. The Grantor, their successors, assigns, agents and
personal representatives, will paint the bollards and install Conservation Area makers
following installation. The Grantor, their successors, assigns, agents and personal
representatives,shall not alter the location or purpose of the installed bollards.

MISCELLANEQUS
Consultation and prior written approval from the EEP will be required for any activities

that conflict with the Conservation Easement Survey and the Conservation Easement and
its Attachments.

A copy of this plan will be recorded with the Conservation Easement and shall remain on

file with the Ecosystem Enhancement Program. Copies will be provided to the Club and
should be posted in the Club’s maintenance shop for reference.

No provision of this Maintenance Plan shall be deemed amended or waived unless such
amendment or waiver is set forth in a wnting signed by EEP. No act or failure to act by
EEP shall be deemed a waiver of its rights hereunder, and no waiver in any one

circumstance or of any one provision shall be deemed a waiver in other circumstances or
of other provisions.
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
