Starmount Forest Country Club was constructed in 1999 as mitigation for the Greensboro 
Western Urban Loop. Five threads of Buffalo Creek were restored and planted on the Country 
Club property under a conservation easement. The total length of the project is 7,957 feet of 
stream and under the permit only needed to be monitored one year. The five ‘threads’ of the 
stream have planted buffers varying in species planted depending on their location on the golf 
course. A  maintenance agreement between the Country Club and NC DOT is available on re-
quest and is written into the Conservation Easement.
