SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT AND MUTUAL RELEASE

This Settlement Agreement and Mutual Release (“Agrezsment”) is made this _ / ;) 7 day

oz b 22006, by and among Mr. Robert G. Henderson and wife, Rebecca L. Henderson
(“the endersons”) and the State of North Carolina, through the Department of Environment and
Natural Resources, Ecosystem Enhancement Program, (“the State”). These parties are collectively
referred to as the “Settling Parties.”

WHEREAS, the State, acting through the Department of Environment and Natural
Resources entered into an agreement with the Hendersons on August 20, 2003 for the donation of
a conservation easement on two tracts of land owned by the Hendersons containing 0.6337 acres and
0.2002 acres identified as Parcel Z, Section Z26 and Parcel Z, Section Z29 respectively, as shown

on those two plats of survey entitled “Plat of Big Warrior Creek Restoration Project - West Sections;
prepared for State of Nurth Caroling” dated March 6, 2003 certified hy Jeffery L. Caison. PL.S L-
4403 and recorded in Map Book 9, Page 590, Wllkes County Registry and “Plat of Big Warrior
Creek Restoration Project - Additional West Sections; prepared for State of North Carolina” dated
July 16, 2003 certified by Jeffery L. Caison, PLS L-4403 and recorded in Map Book 10, Page 33
Wilkes County Registry (hereinafter “the Property”). The Conservation Easement was recorded in
Deed Book 926, Page 273 Wilkes County Registry. The purpose of the easement acquisition was

for a stream and buffer restoration project along Big Warrior Creek (hereinafter “the Project”); and

WHEREAS, there have arisen certain disputes and controversies between the parties,
regarding or arising from the construction of the Project; and

WHEREAS, the Hendersons were told by the State that the topography and landscaping of
the property would be restored to its original condition after construction of the Project and although
the State has exerted its best efforts to restore the property to its original condition there are areas
of the property where the topography and landscaping are not fully restored to the original condition;

and

WHEREAS, the Hendersons’ access to approximately .45 acres of their property has been
limited to a greater degree than originally anticipated as a result of the re-meandering of the creek;

and

WHEREAS, the Hendersons have incurred additional damages to their property as a result
of construction of the project; and

WHEREAS, the Settling Parties are desirous of resolving all claims and any and all of their
disputes which have risen or may arise concerning, or in any way associated with, or arising out of,
the Project;

NOW, THEREFORE, the Settling Parties, in consideration of the covenants herein
contemplated, stipulate and agree as follows:





Within thirty (30) days upon full and final execution of this Agreement,
the State will pay the Hendersons the sum of $15,000.00 in full and final settlement
of all claims between the Hendersons and the State.

In consideration for the payment recited above and the following mutual promises,

Enclosed please find my results of my surveys and consultations with Mr. Glenn Wellborn and
Mr. Robert Henderson.

Mr. Glen Wellborn property: I located on the recorded plat the areas that were of concern to
Mr. Wellborn. I also visited the site with Mr. Wellborn and from the plats, on site inspection
and phone conversations with Mr. Wellborn, I concluded that these are the three (3) areas he
has concerns about. These concerns are that the creek or branch was rerouted approximately
fifty-five (55) Northward at the three locations and this left him with the three areas that
are swampy and unsuitable for farming activities and by rerouting the creek or branch
Northward he lost equal amounts of good farmland. Also, the 1366 square feet area is located
at the narrowest point of Mr. Wellborn's property. Therefore, Mr. Wellborn feels he has been
damaged by losing a total of 3128 square feet or 0.07 acre. Also, T have shown these three
areas (in color) on the enclosed map and have furnished this information to Mr. Wellborn.

Mr. Robert Henderson property: The three (3) issues as I understand them are as follows: 1.
There is an area that he has been cut off from and this area is 567 square feet or 0.013 acre.
2. The tract that is shown as 0.45 acre is unusable by Mr. Henderson. Mr. Henderson states
That he was told this area would be left so he could mow it but this has not been done. The
trees were not cut and the terrain was left very rough so he could not mow it. 3. The 0.23 acre
tract and the 0.65 acre tract are the original easements as recorded. 4. Approximately One-
half of the 4.34 acres tract (shown on the enclosed plat as 2.05 acres tract) was graded in





order to get fill dirt to place in the easement area and by doing this it left this 2.05 aces tract
In a bowl shape and the water does not drain off, leaving standing water after a rain storm
rather than running off.

These are issues we have been discussing over the last few months and I hope this will clear
things up for you. If you have any further questions please feel free to contact me and I will

try to answer them for you.

Sections prepared for State of North Carolina” dated March 6, 2003 certified by Jeffery L. Caison,
PLS 1.-4403 and recorded in Map Book 9, Page 592, Wilkes County Registry (hereinafier “the
Property” or “their Property”). The Conservation Easement was recorded in Deed Book 912, Page
