WHEREAS. pursuant to the funding, the TAR RIVER LAND CONSERVANCY has, on
the 18" day of March, 2004, acquired Conservation Easements, over the property of FELIX
AND LUCY ALLEN, which easements are recorded in Deed Book /576 Page 236
Franklin County Registry, and Deed Book (294 . Page Z3 { . Franklin County Registry:

WHEREAS. in furtherance of the terms and conditions of the Grant Agreement, the TAR
RIVER LAND CONSERVANCY desires to assign its right, title, and interest in the

Conservation Eascment to the State, and the State has agreed to this Assignment.

of March, 2004, and recorded in Deed Book /376  Page, >3/, Franklin County Registry and
in Deed Book /396, Page, 236 , Franklin County Registry .

maintain the Conservation Easement and to access the property for such purposes as described in
the casement.

Easement; and that the ASSIGNOR will warrant and defend title to the same against the claims
of all persons whomsoever.

Grantor and Grantee as used herein shall include said parties, their heirs, successors, and assigns, and shaill include
singular, plural, masculine, feminine, or neuter as required by context.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Grantor owns In fee simple certain real property situated, lying, and being in Sandy Fork
Township, Franklin County, North Carolina (the "Protected Property"), and being more particularly described as that
certain parcel of land and being conveyed to the Grantors by deeds recorded in Deed Book 861 at Page 880, Deed
Book 710 at Page 444, Deed Book 824 at Page 561, Deed Book 871 at Page 114, Deed Book 831 at Page 442
and Deed Book 1150 at Page 954 of the Franklin County Registry, North Carolina; and

WHEREAS, Grantor is willing to grant a Conservation Easement on the Protected Property, thereby

restricting and limiting the use of the Protected Property to the terms and conditions and for the purposes hereinafter
set forth, and Grantee is willing to accept such easement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, terms, conditions, and restrictions

The purposes of this Conservation Easement are to maintain, restore, enhance, and create wetland and/or
riparian resources i the Easement Area that contributes to the protection and improvement of water quahty, flood
prevention, fisheries, aquatic habitat, wildlife habitat, and recreational opportunities; to maintain permanently the
Easement Area 1n its natural condition, consistent with these purposes; and to prevent any use of the Easement Area

that will significantly impair or interfere with these purposes. To achieve these purposes, the following conditions
and restrictions are set forth:





L DURATION OF EASEMENT

This Conservation Easement shall be perpetual. It is an easement in gross, runs with the land, and is

enforceable by Grantee against Grantor, their personal representatives, heirs, successors, and assigns, lessees,
agents, and licensees.

IL. RESERVED USES AND RESTRICTED ACTIVITES

The Easement Area shall be restricted from any development or usage that would impair or interfere with
the purposes of this Conservation Easement. Unless expressly reserved as a compatible use herein, any acfivity in,
or use of, the Easement Area by the Grantor is prohibited as inconsistent with the purposes of this Conservation

Easement. Any rights not expressly reserved hereunder by the Grantor have been acquired by the Grantee. The
following spectfic uses are prohibited, restricted, or reserved as indicated:

A.
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Recreational Uses. Grantor expressly reserves the right to undeveloped recreational uses,
including hunting, hiking and fishing, and access to the Easement Area for the purposes thereof.
Usage of motorized vehicles in the Easement Area is prohibited.

Educational Uses. The Grantor reserves the right to undeveloped educational uses and the right
of access to the Easement Area for such purposes including organized educational activities such
as site visits, studies, and observations.

Vegetative Cutting. Cutting, removal, mowing, harming, or destruction of any vegetation in the
Easement Area is prohibited, unless cutting is pursuant to NC Forest Best Management Practices
for the sole purpose of controlling insect or disease infestation, and the trees cut as a result of such
practices are not physically removed from the site.

Industrial Use. Industrial activities in the Easement Area are prohibited.

Residential Use. Residential use of the Easement Area is prohibited.

Commercial Use. Commercial activities in the Easement Area are prohibited.

Agricultural Use. Agricultural use of the Easement Area including use for cropland, waste
lagoons, or pastureland is prohibited.

New Construction. There shall be no building, facility, mobile home, or other structure
constructed or placed in the Easement Area.

Signs. No signs shall be permitted in the Easement Area except interpretive signs describing
restoration activities and the conservation values of the Fasement Area, signs identifying the
owner of the Protected Property and the holder of the Conservation Easement, and signs giving
directions or proscribing rules and regulations for the use of the Easement Area.

Dumping. Dumping of soil, trash, ashes, garbage, waste, abandoned vehicles, appliance or
machinery, or other material in the Easement Area is prohibited.

Grading, Mineral Use, Excavation, Dredging. There shall be no grading, filling, excavation,
dredging, mining, or drilling; no removal of topsoil, sand, gravel, rock, peat, minerals, or other
materials.

Water Quality and Drainage Patterns. There shall be no diking, draining, dredging,
channeling, filling, leveling, pumping, impounding or related activities, or altering or tampering
with water control structures or devices, or disruption or alteration of the restored, enhanced, or
created drainage patterns. In addition, diverting or causing or permitting the diversion of surface
or underground water into, within or out of the easement area by any means, removal of wetlands.
polluting or discharging into waters, springs, seeps, or wetlands, or use of pesticide or biocides is
prohibited.

Subdivision. Subdivision, partitioning, or dividing the Easement Area is prohibited.
Development Rights. No development rights which have been encumbered or extinguished by
this Conservation Easement shall be transferred pursuant to a transferable development rights
scheme or cluster development arrangement or otherwise.

The Grantee, and authorized representatives of the Grantee, shall have the right to enter the Easement Area
and shall have the right of reasonable ingress and egress to the Easement Area over the Protected Property, at all
reasonable times to undertake any activities to restore, manage, maintain, enhance, and monitor the wetland and
riparian resources of the Easement Area. These activities include planting of trees, shrubs and herbaceous

vegetation, mstallation of monitoring wells, utilization of heavy equipment to grade, fill, and prepare the soil,
modification of the hydrology of the site, and installation of natural and manmade materials as needed to direct in-
stream, above ground, and subterraneous water flow. In addition, the Grantee, and authorized representatives of the
Grantee, shall have the right to enter the Easement Area and shall have the right of reasonable ingress and egress to
the Easemnent Area over the Protected Property, at all reasonable times for the purpose of inspecting said property to
determine if the Grantor is complying with the terms, conditions, restrictions, and purposes of this Conservation
Easement. The easement rights granted herein do not include public access rights.

The Grantor may request permission to vary from the above restrictions for good cause shown, provided
that any such request is consistent with the purposes of this Conservation Easement. The Grantor shall not vary

from the above restrictions without first obtaining written approval from the Ecosystem Enhancement Program.

B. No failure on the part of Grantee to enforce any covenant or provision hereof shall discharge or
invalidate such covenant or any other covenant, condition, or provision hereof or affect the right of
Grantee to enforce the same in the event of a subsequent breach or default.

C. Grantor retains the right to remedy a violation in a reasonable period of time.
IV, MISCELLANEOQUS
