This is to notify the public by the North Carolina Hazardous Waste Section of the proposed final remedy to treat contaminated groundwater at the Petty Machine Company Facility located at 2403 Forbes Road in Gastonia, Gaston County, North Carolina.    

A public hearing will be held at 1:00 pm on Wednesday, September 27, 2017, at the Gaston County Public Library, Main Library, located at 1555 East Garrison Boulevard in Gastonia, North Carolina.  All attendees will have the opportunity to present five-minute oral statements regarding the proposed final remedy and/or to submit written comments and data at the public hearing.  You may also submit written comments at any time during the forty-five-day public comment period, which begins on August 28, 2017, and ends on October 12, 2017. A summary follows: 

Petty Machine Company, Inc. (Petty Machine), is a manufacturer of custom process machines and machine parts.  Manufacturing operations began in July 1966 and included machining, finishing, and equipment assembly.  Beginning in the late 1970’s, finishing processes utilized “electroless” hard nickel plating and hard chrome electroplating.  
Wastes generated plating and electroplating processes consisted of spent plating solutions, solids washed from the plated parts, and wastes generated from cleaning the plating tanks.  The plating waste was transported offsite for disposal until 1982 when increases in production resulted in increased volume of plating wastes.  When the volume of plating waste became too great to transport for offsite disposal in a single trip, Petty Machine constructed a concrete settling tank outside the building to collect generated plating wastes.  
Samples collected from the interior of the concrete settling tank indicated the presence of chromium at elevated concentrations.  Petty Machine ceased plating operations in July 1989 and the treatment tank was removed in December 1990.  An evaluation of groundwater quality indicated the presence of adverse impacts relating to chlorinated solvents.  

Investigations were conducted to assess the magnitude and extent of the contamination.  A two-part remedial strategy was proposed to treat contaminated groundwater.  The proposed remedy includes active remediation of contaminated groundwater in the source area in conjunction with monitored natural attenuation to address downgradient impacts and implementation of land use restrictions.  

All comments received during the public comment period or at the hearing will be considered in the decision to approve the final remedy to treat groundwater contamination.  Comments received after the public comment period ends will not be considered. The statutory authority for calling the hearing is G.S. 130A‑294(f).  Applicable State rules are found in the North Carolina Hazardous Waste Management Rules 15A NCAC 13A .0105, .0109, and .0113.  These rules adopt the requirements of the Federal Resource Conservation and Recovery Act as amended by the Hazardous and Solid Waste Amendments of 1984.
