FY2018 319 Grant Proposal Review Criteria

Proposals must meet the following criteria to be scored by 319 Grant review team: 
· Application includes required 40% match
· Project can be completed within a 3-year window
· Proposed project is upstream of impaired reach
· Proposal identifies specific restoration practices to be implemented
· Proposal includes at least tentative locations where projects will be implemented

Proposals meeting these criteria will be reviewed and evaluated on the criteria listed below, with a possible total score of 50 points.
Relevance to NPS Program (0-10 points)
1. Proposed restoration project identified as a priority in the 9-Element watershed restoration plan 
a. Specific project was mentioned (10 points)

b. Broader category of restoration project has been shown to be needed (5 points)
c. 9 Element Plan does not evidence that project is needed (0 points)
Project Readiness and Permanence (3-20 points)
2. Commitments have been obtained from property owners on proposed project site (0-5 points)
3. Project has support of partners necessary to complete project successfully (0-5 points)
4. Land the project is sited on is:

a. Publicly owned (5 points)

b. Privately owned (3 points)

5. Maintenance agreement or conservation easement in place (0-5 points)
Capability (0-5 points)
6. Statement of Qualifications evidences that P.I. and partners are qualified to design, install, monitor (if applicable) and maintain the project 

Measurable Impact of Project (0-10 points)
7. Proposed restoration practice(s) is/are designed to address the listed impairment 
8. Potential uplift/need for project (0-5 points possible)

Budget (0-5 points)
9. Budget provides reasonable balance between salary, BMPs, equipment, monitoring, and other categories.
Bonus Points

Applicants can obtain up to 5 extra points for including:
a. Preliminary design of proposed project (5 points)
b. Design or clear photographs of previously completed projects employing the same restoration practices, in similar watershed context (2-3 points)
