Purpose- description of function of the program and reason why it was created:

The purpose of this Request for Application (RFA) is to secure services from public and non-profit organizations such as universities and colleges, public health departments, Indian Tribal Organizations, food banks/pantries and other non-profit health agencies/organizations that are able to provide nutrition education to improve the likelihood that the target audience makes healthy food choices within a limited budget and choose physically active lifestyles consistent with the current  Dietary Guidelines for Americans and the USDA food guidance.
The Division of Social Services will award a maximum of $8,367,187 in award funds for FFY 2021/2022. The total award period will be for three-years, FFY 2021-2022, 2022-2023, and 2023-2024, with subsequent annual amounts to be determined based on availability of funding. The RFA is needed as an essential competitive bid process for ensuring that the most comprehensive services are selected. Without it, the Division is without a competitive process by which to select qualified service contractors.
Description- Brief statement of nature and scope of the program:

SNAP-Ed supports SNAP’s role in addressing food insecurity. It is central to SNAP’s efforts to improve nutrition and prevent or reduce diet-related chronic disease and obesity among SNAP recipients. The SNAP-Ed requirements mandated by the Food and Nutrition Act (FNA) under Section 28 complement and address the Food and Nutrition Services (FNS) mission and the goal and focus of SNAP-Ed.
Eligibility:

Any public and/or non-profit organization such as universities and colleges, public health departments, Indian Tribal Organizations, food banks/pantries and other non-profit health agencies/organizations that are able to provide the required services to the target audience. To be eligible, the organization  must have successfully demonstrated experience in assisting with the education of SNAP eligibles and have incorporated at least two of the following approaches within their program: 

· Individual, or group-based education, health promotion, and intervention strategies. 

· Comprehensive, multi-level interventions as multiple complementary organizational and institutional levels. 

· Community and public health approaches to prevent obesity and improve nutrition. 

· Develop innovative or improved benefit redemption systems that could be replicated or scaled.
