RFA Title:  Reducing Barriers to Title V Family Involvement
Purpose: The purpose of the program is for a statewide private non-profit entity with a history of working with diverse families to act as the fiscal agent to reimburse parents, caregivers and self-advocates for their active participation in and knowledge of service delivery systems with Children and Youth Branch programs.  
Description: The awarded agency, via an accountable reimbursement system, will reimburse parents, caregivers and self-advocates for their active involvement with Children and Youth Branch supported activities.  These family involvement activities may include participation on committees, councils, focus groups and can include conducting and participating in family-centered training sponsored by the Branch.  Reimbursement for these activities can include: stipends, per diem, travel, mileage, lodging, meals, material, conference registrations, in addition to costs of hosting or conducting a family-centered training or meeting, including room fees and break expenses.
Eligibility: A statewide private non-profit entity with a history of working with diverse families via family centered practices that can act as the fiscal agent to reimburse parents, caregivers and self-advocates for their active participation in and knowledge of service delivery systems. Priority for funding shall be given to agency with expertise in managing and processing family stipend/reimbursements activities as utilized via North Carolina state government agencies.
