The North Carolina Farmworker Health Program is a program within the Office of Rural Health that works to improve the health of migrant and seasonal farmworkers and their families by providing funding, training, technical assistance to a statewide network of outreach and health care providers.

NCFHP strives to accomplish its mission by working with health professionals at rural health centers, health departments, community health centers, free clinics, hospitals, and other organizations to address the health care needs of migrant and seasonal farmworkers and their families. Because of the numerous barriers that farmworkers face when in need of care, current funded sites utilize an outreach case management approach, which is coordinated by a bilingual nurse or individual with health education and/or case management experience.
