	10: Audience Participation:  (think of ways to include audience)

	LLP life cycle story (get everyone to interact with the story and move around)
Pass around the difference species of pine needles and cones so everyone can see the differences.
Use fake money to demonstrate the decline in LLP population. (give money to everyone in the group and continue to take it away for naval store products, timber, and development until only $3 dollars are left, start with $90)


	11: Where do we go from here?:  (How will you invite participants to explore more)

	Now ask yourself how you can help?  You can join and support one of the many organizations that are helping LLP.  You can also stay with me today and help me with a 30-minute planting project.
